3. There was discussion on location of Cemetery Signs.  The board all agreed that 1 should go on Ski Park as close to M76 as possible, 1 on Ski Park Rd just before turning on Maes and 1 on Maes Rd just before turning onto Detroit St.  Sandy will contact the road commission.
